WHEREAS, Shelby County did heretofore acquire parcels of real estate right of way for
County Highway project SCP 59-880-17, which acquisitions necessitated and included the
acquisition of an uneconomic remnant not necessary for the construction of the project pursuant to the
requirements of §/8-14-27, Ala.Code (1975, as amended), and

WHEREAS, said uneconomic remnant was acquired from its owner or owners due to the fact
that such property was of such size, shape or condition as to be of little or no value to its owner(s);
the legal description of which said uneconomic remnant is attached hereto as Exhibit (A) consisting
of two pages, and made part and parcel hereof as fully as if set out herein, and

WHEREAS, Shelby County currently holds title to said uneconomic remnant, which is not
needed for any public use or purpose and is of no value to Shelby County other than for the possible
use by the Shelby County Highway Department to offset a portion of the acquisition cost of an

adjacent property which is needed to complete the right-of -way requirements for the above stated

project, and,



WHEREAS, the Shelby County Highway Department is desirous of using said uneconomic
remnant to offset a portion of the cost of needed right-of-way acquisition from an adjacent property

owner:
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE SHELBY COUNTY

COMMISSION AS FOLLOWS:

1. The Shelby County Commission hereby grants permission to the Shelby County Highway
Department, acting by and through its duly authorized staff to negotiate for the use of said
uneconomic remnant in order to offset a portion of the needed right-of-way acquisition from an
adjacent property owner, and, assuming that said negotiations are successful, to convey title to said
uneconomic remnant to such adjacent property owner to offset a portion of the acquisition cost of
such additional right-of-way on and subject to such terms and conditions, if any, deemed fair and
reasonable and as are approved by the County Manager and the County Attorney.

2. Be it further resolved that if such negotiations are successful, the County Manager is authorized
and directed to execute the necessary Deed, conveyance and other documents deemed necessary
by the County Attorney to release and convey this uneconomic remnant for the purpose of

offsetting the acquisition cost of additional needed right-of-way.
